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Foundation Receives Leadership Gift 
All an Kerr, Patrons Council memb er and 
owner of M ilArm Co. Ltd. on 107 Avenue 
and 99 S treet i n Edm ont on, has pre-
sented the HCF wit h it s f irst gift of insur-
ance.  This is an except ional leadership gift 
for the Foundat ion. 
 
Kerr and h is wi fe purc hased the bu il ding 
where M il Arm is located ab ou t 15 y ears 
ago not on ly t o sell firearms and other 
gear, bu t also to showcase their enor -
mous collection of Canadian mili tary heri-
tage.  Many of the items displayed include 
mi litary h eadgear fro m every year s tarting 
in 1812 , various  medals of honour, h is-
tor ical gear, and h erit age weaponry. 
 
Six years ago, Kerr added a  second floor 

to the MilArm b u il ding to store h is collec-
ti on in a  museu m-li ke setti ng.  “A ny one 
can view t he museu m.  It ’s free.  They jus t 
have to ask a nd we’ll t ak e them upstairs to 
show t hem a rou nd.” 
When Kerr retires, he plans to donat e much 
of hi s coll ection to the Alberta Governm ent 
to continue the preservati on of Alberta’s 
heritage. 
 
Kerr becam e an a cti ve Pat ron of the 
Fou nda ti on  abou t four years ago and wil l 
assist t he Fou nda ti on in fund raising.  H e 
notes, “ I ha ve many in terests and I t ry to 
rema in a cti ve in a ll of them.”

Teach-
ers, s tudents, parents, genealogists and 
others c an see the vir tual exh ibit on the 
ar tw ork of Father Cha li foux, c heck g rave 
marker reco rds and access the on li ne ar -
ch ives of Fr Cha li foux .   
 
The vision of the Fou nda ti on (to ensu re 
tha t herit age is valued by everyone) tak es 
on a whole new meaning throu gh these 
sit e visit s and other presentati ons, su ch 
as at t he recent Patrons Council Ann ual 
Lu ncheon in Calgary.  Seeing people’s 
reacti ons to the websit es—th e r ichn ess of 
the text, large numb er of images of ph o-

tograph s and ar ti facts, maps, audio and 
video—confirms tha t herit age has come 
ali ve for them.  
 
The seniors, who mak e up the Board of the 
Musée, were blown a way by the fact t ha t 
their c h il dren, grand chil dren a nd great-
grandchil dren w ou ld ha ve access to these 
ma terials and their s tor ies!  Though they 
themselves are re luc tan t users of the 
In ternet, they kn ow t ha t th e next genera-
ti ons are.  
 
The vision ha s also been seized by g ener-
ous donors who have respond ed to the 
new promoti ona l brochur e and accompa-
nying CD-ROM (avail able in b us iness card 
size from the Fou nda ti on or o n li ne at Al-
berta Source and our or gan izati ona l sit e 
throu gh the Donate bu tt on).
